Background

This award provides financial assistance to graduating seniors pursuing degrees that enhance rural communities.  During the freshman year, the scholarship amount is up to $1,750 and can be renewed up to three (3) subsequent years for students maintaining a 3.0+ GPA.  Each successive year the award increases (up to $2,000, $2,250 and $2,500) and is subject to Scholarship Committee review and approval.
